SEND Information Report

We are a one form entry school with 240 children currently enrolled (240 capacity).  We are committed to the development of all our pupils through work and play.  Children need to be nurtured as a ‘whole self’ and we are constantly striving to find new and effective ways to give pastoral guidance tailored to each pupil.

1. How does Boxmoor Primary School know if children/young people need extra help and what should I do if I think my child may have special educational needs?

	Definition of a child who has Special Educational Needs (SEN) from the Special educational needs and disability code of practice: 0-25 years.

A child or young person has SEN if they have a learning difficulty or disability which calls for special educational provision to be made for him or her.

A child of compulsory school age or a young person has a learning difficulty or disability if he or she:

• has a significantly greater difficulty in learning than the majority of others of the same age, 

or

• has a disability which prevents or hinders him or her from making use of facilities of a kind generally provided for others of the same age in mainstream schools or mainstream post-16 institutions

School assess pupil’s via:

· Assessment Data

· Teacher and SENCO Observations

· Transition information from pre-schools, other schools and outside agencies

· Parent knowledge

Parents should initially contact the class teacher to discuss any concerns.  Concerns may be referred to the SENCO.
Concerns about nursery age children can be referred to the Health Visitor




2. How will Boxmoor Primary School staff support my child?
	· Quality first teaching in all lessons
· Differentiated teaching throughout the curriculum
· Intervention work planned by the class teacher and delivered by a teaching assistant in small groups or on a one to one bases
· Possible referral to a specific outside agency for assessment

· Where appropriate, SEN support will be recorded on a tailored plan with specific targets  (Assess, Plan, Do and Review)
· Support in mental Health and well being


3. How will I know how my child is doing?

	· Teachers, SENCo and the Senior Leadership Team track and report data on progression of learning and attainment levels.  These outcomes are fed back to parents in the form of skills that the children need to achieve to help with their progression in learning.  
· Meetings with parents take place during parents evening

· Extra meetings can be arrange via the class teacher this can be with or without the SENCO
· Professional meetings may be organised if outside agency are working with your child, such as speech and language, specific learning difficulties base or other.  

· End of Year reports
· Annual review for children with an Educational Health Care Plan
· Informal meetings with the class teacher at the end of the school day (as appropriate)


4. How will the learning and development provision be matched to my child’s needs? 

	· Careful planning and differentiation by teachers and subject leaders

· High quality teaching that is differentiated and personalised to meet individual needs

· Small group interventions led by a trained teaching assistant

· Monitoring of progress through school tracking systems and pupil progress meetings

· Co-ordinated approach between all stakeholders


5. What support will there be for my child’s overall wellbeing?

	· Class Teacher/Teaching Assistant support in lessons

· PSHE/Values Programmes
· Promoting the growth mind set

· Promote Zones of Regulations

· Promoting the learning pit

· Promoting the 4 Rs – Reflectiveness, Resourcefulness, Resilience and Reciprocity 
· lunchtime school clubs

· Positive relationships with parents, school and children

· Family support worker 

· Wider outcomes: extra-curricular activities



6. What specialist services and expertise are available at or accessed by Boxmoor Primary School?

	· See Hertfordshire Local Offer for services available

· locally run counselling service 
· Regular meetings with an advisor from a Specific Learning Difficulties Base (SpLD), Educational Psychologist and contacts with other schools offering outreach services. 


7. What training have the staff, supporting children and young people with SEND, had or are having?

	· The SENCO has passed the SENCO Award

· All teachers are teachers of SEND, they will have had appropriate and regular training

· In house training and a cycle of continuing professional development for all teaching and support staff as relevant

· SENCO and relevant teaching assistants attend relevant training for SEND

· Designated teacher training for Children Looked After

· Annual epi-pen and asthma training for all staff

· Annual child protection training for school staff and governors

· All staff first aid trained and early years staff are paediatric first aid trained
· The school has achieved the Inclusion Award

· The school is actively seeking the Wellbeing Award


8. How will you help me to support my child’s learning?

	· Discussion on how to support children during parent consultations

· End of Year School Report for each child which highlights next steps in learning
· Contact with the SENCO, if needed, to go through the graduated response (Assess, Plan, Do and Review)
· Meet the teacher presentations in September

· Termly newsletters from class teachers with support on how to support children with their learning at home. 
· Meetings annually for a child on an Educational Health Care Plan


9. How will my child be included in activities outside the classroom including school trips?

	· Appropriate provision and reasonable adjustments will be made where necessary

· Medical support in place where necessary

· Additional adults to provide support if necessary

· Risk assessments and/or pre-visit to ensure safety of all pupils on the trip
· 1:1 support given if necessary

	· All Hertfordshire schools comply with The Equality Act 2010

· Accessibility Plan available on request

	· A transition programme for nursery and reception children including home visits,

· Pre-school visits and stay and play sessions

· Parents meetings for relevant year groups

· Open evening and transition sessions for all pupils in July

· Sharing of information between primary school and secondary school

· Induction programme and transition visits for secondary school
· Extra visits for children with SEND to secondary schools if needed

· Personalised transition arrangements for mid-year transfers


13. How is Boxmoor Primary School resources allocated and matched to children’s special educational needs?

	· SEND funding distributed where appropriate in school

· Termly pupil progress meetings discuss needs of pupils and agree how resources are to be used to support them with learning
· Exceptional Needs Funding provided by application to County in exceptional circumstances


14. How is the decision made about how much support my child will receive?

	· Through consultation with parents, the class teacher, SENCO and the Senior Leadership Team

· With relevant external agencies
